PROCESSING PURPOSES AND METHODS 
The data provided by you on enrolment shall be used by the University of Genoa and by its administrative offices. The data shall be processed exclusively for institutional purposes and according to the general principles of transparency, correctness and not in excess in compliance with the rulings of art. 11 of the Privacy-code and of the implementation rules and internal regulations (in particular as per the Chancellor’s Decree n. 198 of 11.07.2001 containing the “Rules and regulations concerning the processing, communication and transmission of personal data” and as per the Chancellor’s Decree n. 165 of 12.04.2006 containing the “Rules and regulations for the processing of sensitive and legal data in compliance with the Legislative Decree 196/2003”).
